General Program Specification:

· Multidisciplinary, implemented in an interdisciplinary environment – the Doctoral School of Humanities at the University of Lodz enables obtaining a doctoral degree in six disciplines; at the same time, the Study Program allows for conducting research in a selected discipline of the humanities in individual and team interdisciplinarity.

· Field of study / discipline: the field of humanities, disciplines: archaeology, history, philosophy, linguistics, literature, culture and religion studies.
Form of Education:
Full-time; duration of study – 4 years (8 semesters)
Key Learning Objectives:
The key learning objective is the scientific development of a Doctoral Student who, during 4 years (8 semesters) of study at the Doctoral School of Humanities, broadens and deepens their knowledge of a selected scientific discipline in an interdisciplinary environment, enabling placing the competences related to a given discipline in a broader context. Moreover, the Doctoral Student also develops their research and teaching workshop and acquires soft competences that can be used in the future in both academic and non-academic professional activities.
Scientific Degree Obtained by a Graduate:
After graduating from the Doctoral School of Humanities and defending their doctoral dissertation, the graduate obtains a doctoral degree in humanities in one of six disciplines: archaeology, history, philosophy, linguistics, literature, or culture and religion.
Entry Requirements Expressed in the Language of Learning Outcomes:
The Candidate:

· discusses issues in the field of a selected discipline: archaeology, history, philosophy, linguistics, literature studies, culture and religion studies at the 7th level of the Polish Qualifications Framework;

· formulates and expresses thoughts and opinions about scientific research in a precise and comprehensive manner using specialized terminology;

· characterizes and uses basic techniques and tools used in research in a selected discipline;

· describes the principles of research ethics, in particular as regards respecting the work of others;

· demonstrates knowledge of a foreign language, enabling studying world literature in the field of the leading scientific discipline and planned own research;

· is motivated, provides the reasons for constant broadening of knowledge and implementation of new scientific research methods.

Determining the Correlation between Learning Outcomes and the Learning Outcomes Defined for Specific Courses / Modules:
Learning Outcomes focus on six disciplines: archaeology, history, philosophy, linguistics, literature studies, cultural and religious studies; these are superior to the Learning Outcomes proposed within obligatory and optional courses (in terms of the latter, in three modules: the Workshop and Methodological Courses module, the Specialist Courses in Humanities module – for selected disciplines, and courses from the pool offered by the university). In turn, the Learning Outcomes assigned to modules are superior to the Learning Outcomes for individual courses.

Verifying Learning Outcomes:
1. Learning Outcomes are verified after completing each course listed in the program. These may be verified in one of the following manners:
a. a conversation summarizing the covered content;

b. a short essay written by the Doctoral Student on a topic indicated by the lecturer within the scope of the course;

c. a multimedia project/a presentation prepared by the Doctoral Student on a topic indicated by the lecturer within the scope of the course;

d. a test requiring the Doctoral Student to provide an overview of selected issues within the scope of the course.
2. The lecturer chooses one of the abovementioned forms of granting a course credit.

3. The form of obtaining credit for each course is specified and made available to doctoral students in the form of a syllabus before the course begins.

4. Completing the course is tantamount to receiving a grade.

5. The progress results of the research conducted by the Doctoral Student are verified by means of a presentation delivered every year at an open seminar in the form of a public presentation of their own hypotheses, methods, and research conclusions.
Scope, Rules, and Forms of Completing Apprenticeship:
The scope of doctoral apprenticeships conducted at the Doctoral School of Humanities in the form of teaching courses at the university independently or participating in teaching courses requires conducting at least 10 hours and no more than 60 hours per year – depending on the didactic needs of the academic unit with which the Doctoral Student is affiliated.

The Doctoral Student's didactic skills are verified by means of a lesson observation conducted by the Doctoral Adviser once a year, and – in the case of courses conducted independently – student surveys.
